The VBA is comprised of three main functions:

1. Compensation and Pension

This is the agency that should be contacted regarding service connection status; clothing allowance and other financial benefits related to being 100% service connected.
2. Fiduciary

 Fiduciary meets with assigned clients out in the field by appointment .

This is the agency that should be contacted regarding Issues relating to working with a payee for a vet declared unable to manage their own funds.


3. Vocational Rehabilitation and Employment (VR&E)

Located on the 5th Floor of the Federal Building.

This is the agency that should be contacted regarding the need for additional services to maximize independence whether that means continued employment beyond the Competitive Work Program or independence in the home through the Independent Living Program. This would be pursued AFTER a need is identified and OT/PT confirms in writing that OT/PT is prohibited from providing the service or item.
An additional Veterans benefit that is organized through the VBA, but is sourced through Manchester, NH is called the Special Adaptive Housing Grant. 

Additional information regarding this grant is included in this packet and Occupational Therapy at the PVAMC, your VBA VR&E counselor or a National Service Organization (NSO) representative can assist you further in completing this lengthy, but comprehensive grant process.

The Providence VA Medical Center and the Providence Vocational Rehabilitation and Employment departments will work together to assist you through the process and aid in coordinating various benefit programs to maximize your resources, however, you will need to be enrolled in both the PVAMC as well as VR&E programs independently.
